TDA rules apply to all MSPT tournaments.

Players and guests must be at least 21 years of age.

Players must have Casino's player card and valid ID to participate.

Registration for each Event will open two (2) hours prior to the scheduled start of play. Registration for the Main Event will
open once certificates begin being issued.

The Tournament entry fee (the “Entry Fee”) must be paid with cash or casino chips; no other forms of payment will be accepted.
All Events will use Tournament chips for play. Tournament chips have no cash value, may not be used for any other purpose,
and must be returned to MSPT at the end of each Event.

All Events will utilize the Big Blind Ante format unless otherwise noted on the Tournament structure sheet. In the event that
the player in the big blind has less than the required amount to post both the big blind and the ante, the ante will be posted
first. The big blind will then be posted with any remaining Tournament chips.

Tournament chip stacks will be put into play at the start of the event for all registered players who have been issued a table and
seat assignment. Players registered as an “alternate” will receive a seat assignment from the Tournament Staff when seating
becomes available.

Alternates will be called in order. Alternates must be in the room when their number is called. If they are not in the room, TD
will call the next number until an active player is available to take the seat. Alternates not in the room will be skipped and
remain at the top of the alternate list. Once registration has closed, all alternates not present will have their chip stack put in
play.

At the conclusion of the registration period, all paid entries (including alternates) who have yet to be seated will be assigned a
seat and their Tournament chips will be put into play.

FireKeepers Casino does not permit refunds.
